Rules:

· All first named teams have home advantage.  Venue should be confirmed at least 48hours in advance of throw-in by emailing sheena.tally.ulster@gaa.ie 
· All matches must be played on or before date stated.  If an earlier date is sought it must be agreed by both teams and confirmation of agreement emailed to sheena.tally.ulster@gaa.ie at least 48hours before throw-in.
· Referees will be organised and paid by the HEC.
